Must be enrolled full time in a Canadian university, college or technical ingtitute, as per
GRPSEO requirements, or have an application for admission pending.

Priority will be given to students who pursue studies relevant to the petroleum industry
including:
engineering, petroleum technol ogies, business administration, commerce, computer

science, earth science, and related discipline.
If funds are available, consideration will be given to students enrolled in science and math-related courses.

Students receiving the Imperial Oil Technology Sponsorship (books and tuition) are not
eligible for this award.

APPLICATION
& PROCESS

At least one scholarship will be granted annually. The minimum scholarship amount will be
$1,000.

Students will be required to reapply for the scholarship each year. Qualified individuals are
able to receive up to four awards.

Students must apply for the scholarship by filling out the attached application form.

The awards will be administered by GRPSEO and recipients will be recognized in the annual
awards ceremony in August.

Initial payment (half of the scholarship amount) will be made upon receipt of first semester
grades demonstrating continued academic success with a minimum average of 70%. Final
payment will be made upon successful completion of academic year receiving a minimum
70% average.
